John Evans (3); He was born in 1843.  Died in 1913

Thomas Owen; He never left the Wrexham area.  He died aged 82

Annie; in centre; She was an invalid for most of her life and died aged 18 or 19

George; He was a favourite uncle of Thomas Whitely.  He was a colliery manager.  He died suddenly of heart failure while attending a Board meting sometime in 1959.

Mary (nee Jones); She came from the Dyserth area near Rhyl.  Belonging to a well to do family.  Her family were not to pleased of her choice of husband.  He was only a collier.  She died in 1826 aged 76.
Cadwelyn; (on knee). He spent most of his life with his brother William in South Wales.  Died in 1978 aged about 84

Pryce; He lived most of his life in Wrexham area.  He died as a result of a serious accident at the Hafod Colliery Rhos aged about 60

Mary (Polly); She did not marry.  In domestic service. Most of her life with Caroline.  She was one of twins, but Martha died in infancy.

Jennie’s mother went to buy fish and collapsed and died and left her father with a large family, Jennie being the youngest.  Her father was not able to care for them al so Johan and Sarah took Jennie in and brought her up as their own.  They never adopted her.  Up to her death she kept in touch with her brothers and sisters and kept her own name. 
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
